The MiniMed Paradigm® 522 and 722 insulin pumps are really easy to fit into your 

lifestyle. It’s comfortable, small, and discreet—about the size and weight of a mobile 

phone—so you can wear it wherever you want. You can attach it to your belt, hide it in a 

pocket, or just put it under your clothing. 

A tiny glucose sensor monitors glucose levels for up to  

3 days of continuous use. The sensor is very small and is 

easily inserted—virtually painlessly—under the skin using  

an auto-insertion device that comes with the system.  

Once the needle is removed, all that remains is a  

small sensor.

The glucose sensor is attached to the comfortable 

discreet and waterproof MiniLink REAL-Time 
Transmitter that sends the glucose data wirelessly to  

the MiniMed Paradigm 522 or 722 insulin pump. Since the 

transmitter is not attached to the insulin pump, you have 

considerable flexibility in placement of the components.

Insulin is delivered through an infusion set with a tiny, 

soft plastic tube called a cannula. The cannula lies comfortably just beneath the surface of 

your skin. You generally wear an infusion set for 2 to 3 days and then replace it.

The insulin pump delivers insulin according to your instructions. You set a basal rate— 

a small, continuous dose of rapid-acting insulin that takes the place of long-acting insulin 

delivered with an injection. You can program your basal rate at any time to accommodate 

your different needs at different times of the day, making the insulin pump act more 

like a healthy pancreas. You also instruct your insulin pump to deliver a bolus dose 

whenever you need one—when you eat or to correct a high blood glucose.
